Foundation scholarships vary in amounts awarded but
the total value of each scholarship is no less than $2,500. Most scholarships are one year grants, but some are
renewable for either two or four years based on the recipient’s academic progress.

A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) page from your FAFSA or a copy of the page listing your Expected

Family Contribution (EFC) from the WASFA.

4. Two letters of recommendation with a least one of these letters written by a teacher or counselor at school
who can document your scholarship, leadership, and citizenship qualities and potential for success in post-
high school education. The second letter may be from a school employee or a member of the community.

5. Essay requirement. Your application must include a short (no more than 500 words) essay that describes

you, your accomplishments, your goals, challenges you have faced and how those challenges have affected

your goals. The Committee will review your application, transcript and letters of recommendation; this essay
will let the Committee get to know you as a person so please include any information you would like the
scholarship committee to consider. You will be considered for any of the scholarships listed above for which
you are eligible, but you should be sure to include any information that you believe indicates that you are
particularly suited for a specific scholarship.
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Failure to include any of these documents will result in your application being disqualified.
